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Informal Auditory Skills Inventory

Before the child sees the audiologist, it is important to determine what sounds the child responds to and what he does to indicate he has heard something.  Having this information in advance of conducting the test(s) will help the audiologist to plan his/her assessment strategies, especially for hard to test children.  Through observation and/or interview with the family, staff or caregivers who know the child best, list examples of sounds the child consistently seems to respond to and how he/she shows he/she has heard the sound.
