2010 Business Enterprise Manager’s Award

The Business Enterprise Manager’s Award was established in 2000 to recognize a Business Enterprise Program facility manager who is legally blind for outstanding contributions to the program. The Business Enterprise Program is operated under the authority of the Federal Randolph-Sheppard Act and Connecticut General Statute 10-303.  The Randolph-Sheppard Program was enacted by Congress on June 20, 1936. The purpose of the act is to grant a priority to the blind for the establishment of business enterprises on federal property. Connecticut also has what is referred to as a “mini Randolph-Sheppard Law.” This extends the same priority to state and municipally owned or leased property. Any time the authority in charge of a building, owned or leased by the federal, state, or local government, determines that they are in need of some type of vending or food service, they are required to contact the Business Enterprise Program to offer us the first right of refusal. It is not a full time job in the food service industry. It is a business opportunity for a self motivated individual who wishes to manage their own business. BESB acts as the corporate headquarters for all the operations. The individual managers are responsible to BESB for the proper operation of the facility.
