2008 Raymond E.  Baldwin Award

Established in 1983 in memory of the only individual in state government to be conferred with the three highest offices of: Governor, State Senator and Chief Justice of the Supreme Court.

Justice Baldwin was also a BESB Board Member and created the first Civil Rights Commission in Connecticut.  His most notable achievements included the creation of a statewide industrial job-training plan during WW II, which became a federal model and his significant achievements in re-writing the State Constitution in 1965.

This award recognizes an individual, civic organization, or volunteer group for outstanding contributions made for the betterment and enrichment of the lives of persons in Connecticut who are visually impaired children, blind, or deaf/blind.  The nominee must be a resident of Connecticut, and the organization must be based in Connecticut.
