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Overview 
 
2005 marks the final stage in the deployment of the Connecticut Education Network (CEN), an 
effort led by the Department of Information Technology (DOIT) to deploy the nation’s first all-
optical network linking K-12 public schools, public and private higher education campuses and 
library locations throughout the State of Connecticut.  
 
CEN is the result of a multi-year initiative that began in 1999 by then Lt. Governor M. Jodi Rell to 
ensure that Connecticut schools and libraries had access to the best possible educational technology.  
In 2000, the State Legislature endorsed and funded Lt. Governor Rell’s recommendations to create 
the network.  The network is in the final stages of completion.  DOIT was identified as the lead 
agency in constructing the network. 
 
In the CEN all-optical network, information travels in the form of light, moving at breathtaking 
speeds through hundreds of miles of glass fiber.  When completed, it will be the nation’s first all-
optical network, capable of carrying the load of multi-media, mega-bandwidth classroom 
applications.  
 
A CEN connection offers additional benefits to schools, including increased connection speed, 
capacity and no-to-low cost internet connection.  Developments over the past two years are 
ensuring access to a wide variety of national and international education resources, including 
Internet2.

Higher Education  
 
Thirty-three higher education campuses are now connected to CEN.   
 
Public Institutions of Higher Education  
All of the campuses of the Connecticut State University (CSU) System and the University of 
Connecticut (UConn) have CEN Connections.  Charter Oak State College; and 6 out of the 12 
Community Technical Colleges also have CEN Connections.  An additional four Community 
Technical Colleges are scheduled for connection in the spring.  The remaining two are likely to 
remain with their current connections. 
 
Private Institutions of Higher Education  
Yale University, Wesleyan University, Trinity College, Fairfield University, the University of 
Bridgeport, Sacred Heart College and other private institutions are now connected to CEN.  Eight 
additional private colleges and universities are scheduled for connection this spring. 
 
K-12  
 
Local K-12 School Districts 
Under the CEN program, an optical connection to the CEN is provided to each school district.  It is 
then the responsibility of each district/municipality to connect schools to this district connection.  
 
As of January 2005, 107 connections in 83 local schools and/or towns have been provided.  One 
hundred and two additional connections in local schools and/or towns are scheduled to be provided 
between February and June of 2005. 
 
Regional Education Service Centers 
Connections have been provided for five of the six state Regional Education Service Centers.  These 
centers collectively serve 127 school districts.  The remaining center, which serves 37 school 
districts, is scheduled to be connected this spring. 
 
Regional Technical High Schools 
CEN connections have been provided to 13 of the state’s Regional Technical High Schools.  
Connections will be provided to the remaining schools over the next several months. 
 
Public Libraries  
 
A CEN program objective is to establish a connection to one primary library in each community.  It 
is then the responsibility of the community to connect other libraries to the primary library for 
network connectivity.   
 
To date, 13 public libraries are connected to CEN.  The Commission for Education Technology is 
reviewing long term solutions to enable this program objective to move forward to the degree 
required. 
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Network Additions, 2004 
 
In 2004, 64 additional connections were provided to local K-12 districts, including East Hartford, 
Bridgeport, Ellington, Windsor Locks, Bloomfield, Stamford and Danbury. 
 
Eleven new college and university connections were provided, including four community technical 
colleges and the downtown Hartford and Stamford campuses of the University of Connecticut. 
 
Partnership with Public Safety 
 
A partnership with the Connecticut Department of Public Safety (DPS) developed that allows CEN 
to use its facilities, battery and generator power for the network's core routing equipment in several 
locations.  In exchange for these services, CEN provides DPS with access to the network at their 
main headquarters in Middletown and troop barrack locations in Bridgeport, Litchfield and 
Southbury.  
 
This access to bandwidth augments existing wireless communication systems for public safety 
personnel.  It also saves the State considerable costs that would otherwise be required to develop 
secure properly powered hub sites for the fiber network. 
 
Internet Filtering – Improvements and Greater Protection 
 
Additional improvements were made in 2004 to the network content filtering system for K-12 and 
library traffic.  The N2H2 Sentient filtering system allows age-appropriate filtering for K-8, 9-12, 
adults and custom groups.  It enables local school districts to tailor the level of filtering to their 
specific needs within their respective enterprises. 
Because of the significant increase in CEN traffic in 2004 this filtering system was upgraded.  In 
addition, to assure continued high availability of the system, a backup N2H2 server was installed. 
Fault protection was also increased through the division of the filtering system into subgroups.  

N2H2 has recently released software that includes a reporting feature that would allow CEN to 
email regular reports to filtering administrators.  The CEN team is presently testing this 
reporting feature and will announce its availability once a production upgrade is scheduled. 
  
E-Rate Discounts, 2004 
 
In January 2004, approval was received for the State of Connecticut’s first state-wide consortium 
application for support of the CEN K-12 and Library services.  This provided a major boost in 
funding for the continued deployment of CEN in the form of steeply discounted 
telecommunication services.  These discounts enabled the state to save $3,884,799 during fiscal year 
2004-2005 for network operating costs. 
  
DOIT filed a second e-rate application in February 2004 for fiscal year 2006-2007.  The 
application was approved in January 2005 and will provide additional discounts exceeding 
$5,994,835.34 during this fiscal year. 
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Network Traffic Doubles in 2004 
 
CEN traffic doubled in 2004. 
 
On-line traffic monitoring tools show network traffic from the entire network down to local school 
districts.  This information is available publicly on the CEN website at www.ct.gov/cen.

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The Network in Action 
 
Overview 

CEN is a new “road” for students and teachers to travel to a vast array of new online 
educational resources and applications.  The work of the State Department of Education and the 
Commission for Educational Technology on the continued development of online educational 
resources and applications is critical to CEN being put to its highest and best use.    

At this time, there are a variety of projects and developments that illustrate the value and 
potential of CEN.  Following are several examples taken from reports from local technology 
coordinators in state schools. 
 
Immediate Increase in Capacity 
 
The Wallingford school district reported in 2004 that their CEN connection made a major 
difference in their technology environment.  Before using CEN, the school district had too many 
users and not enough bandwidth.  Today, according to the technology director, the school district 
has more than 2,000 computers on their network and at any given time more than 500 users are 
using the internet. 
 
Ability to Use New Video and Multimedia Based Learning Tools  
 
Prior to getting linked to the CEN, the American School for the Deaf in West Hartford found 
videoconferencing costly and slow.  The school reported that their new CEN connection provided 
the capacity to run for new video relay services.  These services allow a deaf person to call a hearing 
person using a video relay interpreter.  Because of the CEN connection, widespread use of this 
technology does not slow down the rest of the campus network. 
 
Moving Across District Lines 
 
Opportunities for sharing curriculum, lesson plans, and learning resources including languages, 
sciences, and mathematics now exist seamlessly across the State. These and other cooperative efforts 
are a few of the exciting possible uses of CEN. In 2004, the Technology Coordinator for the 
Wethersfield school system reported that programs have taken place “between districts in Connecticut, 
throughout the US, in Puerto Rico and in Greece.”  
 
Sports 
 
On December 1, 2004, the Department of Information Technology partnered with the Connecticut 
Public Broadcasting Corporation to broadcast a University of Connecticut basketball game from 
Gampel Pavilion via CEN. 
 
By linking Gampel Pavilion to the Connecticut Public Broadcasting facilities in Hartford, CEN 
enabled the network to carry the game in startling clarity via CEN’s fiber optic network.  The quality 
was judged superior to that of the analog microwave feed used previously by Connecticut Public 
Broadcasting to broadcast games from Gampel.  This limited test feed marked an emerging 
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partnership between Connecticut Public Broadcasting and CEN.  
 
This was the first of a series of test feeds using CEN to transmit future UConn games from both 
Gampel Pavilion and the Hartford Civic Center.  Four additional games have since been broadcast 
on both television and via the internet using CPTV’s “Hoopstreams” feature. 
 
Science and Exploration 
 
Dr. Robert Ballard returned to the Titanic in 2004 to map the site and analyze the state of 
deterioration of the historic wreck.  This high profile, 11 day mission, broadcast in a live national 
Geographic Special June 7, 2004, was also seen live on the internet due to the CEN connection 
provided to the Mystic Aquarium Institute for Exploration. 
 
Research and Higher Education 
 
In 2004 the Connecticut Education Network and the University of Connecticut became founding 
members in the development of the North East Research and Education Network (NEREN), a 
high-speed state of the art infrastructure that will link all of Connecticut’s K-12 and Higher 
Education institutions to international research and education resources. 
 
The NEREN project is one of the nation’s first Regional Optical Research and Education 
Networks.  NEREN’s founding members include the Connecticut Education Network Advanced 
Services Center at the University of Connecticut, the Ocean State Research, Education and 
Administrative Network in Rhode Island, the University of Massachusetts at Amherst, and the New 
York State Research and Education Network. 
 
NEREN has purchased long-term leases of the underlying fiber-optic cable that will pass through 
three international network interconnection points in New York City, and other connection points 
in New York, Connecticut, Rhode Island and Massachusetts.  
 
NEREN will interconnect with the Connecticut Education Network at the State Department of 
Information Technology’s Data Center in East Hartford and at the University of Connecticut in 
Storrs.
