E-Health Collaboration Workgroup

for Data Warehouse, Electronic Health Records and E-Prescribing

The September 10, 2009 E-Health Collaboration Workgroup Minutes were approved.

Meg Hooper gave a report on the Statewide Health Information Plan which includes E Health Records and E Prescribing.  According to statute, the committee is led by DPH and includes representation from OHCA, DSS, OPM, DCP, DOIT, CT Medical Association and the CT Hospital Association.  JSI International is the consulting firm that is compiling the report.  Experiences from Delaware and Idaho are being researched.  Focus groups rom a cross section of the medical and consumer community are generating both background information and recommendations.  The use of Public and Private Funds will be proposed.
The plan is on schedule for a draft in April 2009 and a final report for June 2009.  Meg’s plan is to propose up to 10 pilots to be funded.  Forty-five e-health systems already exist in Connecticut.  They are neither integrated nor standardized.  Her goal is to increase quality of care to Connecticut residents.  She is hopeful to use part of the federal stimulus package.  The committee will address systems requirements.  They plan to apply the national standards for the electronic health information systems in Connecticut.

Discussions for a governing board have centered around the Quasi-public model such as CCRA.  The State will need funding for the program. There is the possibility for paying similar to other E Government programs to sustain operations.

Bob Mitchell reported that DSS Data Warehouse included health information exchange.  He suggested that the RFP adds placeholder for DOIT to address data warehouse standards.

MHT Data Interoperability – Steve Casey reported that Commissioner received a report in October detailing the matches of the clients in the Bureau of Rehabilitation Services (DSS), DDS, and DMHAS for and DMHAS from July 2006 to June 2008.  
Mary Eberle of the UCHC CHIN Program stated that the next steps were to interface with DDS and DCF.  The DDS User Community has met with Rob Aseltine of CHIN.
OHCA Hospital Reporting System went live last spring; first report has been filed.

DMHAS – Behavior Health Information System (BHIS) is in Business Requirements Phase of SDM.  BHIS is the DMHAS system for Admission, Discharge and Transfers (ADT).  Conversion subgroup is working now.  They will move to upgrade to a supported version called Avatar.
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
