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1. The Committee discussed and accepted the proposed minutes of June 30, 2010. 

2. John Vittner presented an overview of the refresh of the Connecticut Enterprise Architecture – Technical Architecture (CTEA-TA), the Enterprise Architecture Technology Standards. The major changes to the CTEA-TA were that the team folded the former Web/eGovernment domain into the Application Development domain, they defined the Portal standard standard and they also defined the Service Desk Tool and the Help Desk product standards. The eight technical domains comprised of participants from 24 state agencies. 
All the teams added new versions, releases and models where appropriate, adjusted the roadmaps where appropriate and made minor editing changes.

1) Application / Web  Development Domain updated the Web Content Management standard roadmap, set the Portal standard – Microsoft Sharepoint, set the Link Checker standard – InSpyder, and set the Forum Standard – ASPPlayground.net. Dr Chang asked to see the details of the decision making process for setting the Portal standard.  Dan Sears said that business requirements had been developed and John Vittner said that he would share the documentation.  CIO Wallace’s goal is to have a single product for each standard for the Executive Branch agencies.  
2)  Collaboration & Directory Services Domain added to Office Support Tools - Microsoft Office Professional Plus 2007, added to Office Support Tools - Microsoft Office Professional Plus 2010 and added to Screen Capture Tools – Jing.  Dr. Wendy Chang asked what the definition of Collaboration that DOIT was using and whether it included Social Networking Tools.   Dean Myshrall stated that the CTEA-TA has just started to look at them.  
3)  Data Management Domain - Added Oracle 10g & 11g for z/Linux platform and updated the roadmaps for Spotlight, Toad, and MySQL (restricted to mail archiving). Angelo Romero asked if the Oracle 10g & 11g for z/Linux platform standard was mandatory or preferred.  John Vittner stated that it was preferred and based on product cost and cooling and energy consumption. 
4)  Enterprise System Management Domain set Service Management and Help Desk standard – Numera Footprints.  Dr. Chang added that Southern Connecticut University has used Numera successfully for three years and she would be glad to share their experiences.
5)  Middleware Domain – No new standards or products. 
6)  Networking Domain - No new standards or products.
7)  Platform Domain added to HP Models to the Server Standard.
8)  Security Domain - No new standards or products.
Upcoming work for the next six months:
· Application / Web Development Team will create a new standard for a Web Content Management Tool (Dr. Chang said that Southern had issued an RFP and will share the documentation),
· Collaboration & Directory Services Team will work on new Standards for E-Discovery and Litigation Support Tools (Dr. Chang said the Southern had adopted a product, Symantec Enterprise Vault, with Gartner advising),
· Data Management Team will develop new standards for Statistical Analysis Tools and Online Analytical Processing (OLAP) Tools,
· Networking Team plans to create a new standard for Optical Network,
· Platform Team will redo the standard for Storage, and 
· Security Team will redo the standards for Remote Desktop Control Software  and Email Content Filtering  & Virus Scanning.

· CTEA-TA will create a sub-committee from the Middleware, Platform, Networking and Security Domain Teams.
· CTEA-TA will set the standard for Load Balancing Application Acceleration, Application Delivery Controller, and Application Firewall Tool(s).

· In the short term, CTEA-TA will develop a Uniform Computer System (UCS) standard and in the long term develop a standard on social networking.   
After the discussion, Ken Spelke moved acceptance of the changes as presented and Dan Sears seconded the motion.   The Committee voted to approve the changes.  CIO Wallace thanked the Architecture Division, the Domain Teams and the Committee for their contribution to this continuing effort.

3. Ken Spelke stated that he and the CCC's are trying to move forward on are establishing procedures and policies around records retention, e-Discovery, litigation holds, regulatory compliance, and HR-related IT legal issues (e.g., employee misconduct or misuse of state IT equipment and systems).  He is looking for legal consultants to put together policies and procedures.  If anyone could make suggestions, he would greatly appreciate it.
