1. Approval of Proposed March 9, 2011 Minutes - Ken Spelke made the motion to approve the minutes and Michael Riggott seconded the motion.  The motion passed without objection.  Steve Casey reported that George Claffey, Jr was attending a conference and could not attend. 
2. New DOIT Architectural Standard:  Optical Networking – Carrier Ethernet - Dean Myshrall presented the new addition to the existing standards for the Networking domain.    He stated that the Optical Networking encompasses a number of technology areas that uses optical technologies to transmit data over fiber optic cables.  This is a new technology added to the Network domain that will evolve over the next set of revisions with the addition of more optical technologies, including Carrier Ethernet Platforms, Optical Multiplexing and Optical Test Equipment. Ken Spelke made the motion to approve the change and Leon Rippel seconded the motion.  The motion passed without objection.
3. DOIT Architecture Standards Refresh - Dean Myshrall presented the changes to all the domains. He said that the domain teams recommended specific corrections, additions of new versions, releases, and models where appropriate and also adjusted the road map where appropriate.
