	SDE’s Bureau of Educator Preparation and Certification has responsibility for the evaluation of educators’ credentials to determine their qualification for employment by a Connecticut Board of Education. In 2002, the Bureau of Educator Preparation and Certification reviewed nearly 25,000 applications, based upon State statutes and regulations, and issued approximately 22,000 teacher, administrator, coaching and substitute authorizations to qualified applicants.

An appropriate certificate/permit is required to seek and attain employment for a Connecticut Board of Education as a teacher, administrator, coach or substitute teacher. Currently, there are approximately 41,000 teachers and administrators employed in positions requiring a Connecticut certificate and the certification database tracks over 89,000 active certificates/permits.

In addition to reviewing applications and issuing certificates/permits, the Bureau of Educator Preparation and Certification is also responsible for performing the following functions:

o Criminal background checks of applicants and certificate/permit holders;

o Revocation of certificates/permits;

o Teacher recruitment, and

o Ensure that all candidates obtain successful results on the appropriate certification tests

Another result of the annual filings enables the Department of Social Services (DSS) and OHCA to fulfill the statutory mandate related to the Hospital Disproportionate Share Program(DSH).  This state and federal program allows hospitals to receive payment if they have provided undercompensated or uncompensated care from medical assistance programs.
