Chair Tindill called the meeting to order at 9:05a.m.

Chair Tindill made a motion to add two items to the agenda: 
1. Review of the August 2013 hearing schedule
2. New policies to comply with Public Act 13-3
Robert Murphy seconded the motion; unanimous vote to add the above two items. 

1. Members reviewed the August schedule for errors or omissions.  Kelly Smayda asked why a hearing for August 26th was listed at as “potential.”  Chair Tindill explained that this was due to the retirement of PO Major.  No changes were deemed necessary.  Final August 2013 schedule will be distributed.

Executive Director John DeFeo and Parole Managers Fred Watton and Jessica Bullard described the plan developed in accordance with the change in C.G.S. §54-125a(d) and (e) and Public Act 13-3.  Inmates with 85%-designated convictions will no longer be given a discretionary parole hearing; pertinent information (PSIs, police reports, transcripts, etc.) will continued to be collected and stored by BoPP on those cases.  85%-designated cases with a period of Special Parole to follow a prison term will be placed on dockets as case reviews for the Parole Board to set conditions. New policies and protocol have been drafted, approved by Chair Tindill, and reviewed by AAG Strom.  The communication and distribution plan is as follows: Managers are meeting will BoPP staff on Thursday, June 20.  Notice to the DOC Executive Team and CCS Aldi will go out on June 20th.  Managers have scheduled meetings with wardens the week of June 24.  Managers will tour all 16 facilities the week of June 30th to field questions from DOC staff and inmates regarding the new policies and protocol. 

Robert Murphy inquired about notice to victims.  Chair Tindill indicated that BoPP is required to notify the OVS Victim Advocates for victim outreach when a discretionary parole hearing is held for an inmate.  DOC is required to notify registered victims when an inmate is released on one of DOC’s release mechanisms.  Chair Tindill will ensure that both the Office of the Victim Advocate and the Office of Victim Services is aware of BoPP’s new procedures.
