New Agenda:  A motion was made to approve CCPA minutes of November 29, 2007 & 
                        January 24, 2008.(JM 1st - PC 2nd).  Vote: TL,MM,LS,SB In Favor;  
                        JK, GS abstain - Minutes approved

Current Agenda:   The CCPA reported the following:  

a. Certification: NACC’s application approved by Rules Committee on 
January 14th.   NACC Orientation Day scheduled for February 12, 2008

b. Pilot Project: RFP went on line January 3, 2008 as scheduled.  Proposer’s conference was held on January 23, 2008 from 10:00 to 12:00. Question arose to amend the RFP. Decision was made not to amend RFP.
c. Database: Second Draft of Design Document drafted. The database is almost complete. 
d. Family Matters: The Governor did not include a Director of Family Matters.  However, CCPA will still request through the legislator.
e. Legislative Proposals:  Broken down as follows.  

C.G.S. § 4-165: CCPA contract attorneys to be included.  A motion to adopt this proposal as written was made by the Chair.   MM 1st -  M F 2nd.  Vote: All in Favor - Proposal approved

C.G.S. § 46b-120: Taken off the table.  To be discussed at a later date. Vote: All in Favor  -  Proposal approved

§ 17a-128: Include CCPA Access to DCF records. A motion was made by the Chair to adopt proposal as written. Vote: All in Favor  - Proposal Accepted

C.G.S. § 46b-123c:  CCPA provide for a Director of Family Matters. CCPA set hourly rate.  A motion was made to adopt the proposal as written by Chair. Vote: All in Favor  - Proposal approved

C.G.S. § 46b-123d:  CCPA may contract with law firms as well as individual attorneys. A motion was made to adopt the proposal as written by Chair.  vote: All in Favor  - Proposal approved

C.G.C. § 46b-129a:  Clarification of who may request a G.A.L. for a child in CP cases. At this time the chair recognized public participant DM. 


DM- Concern over federal funding if this is altered.


CAS - CCPA  has requested formal advise from the Children’s Bureau to make sure if amended CT will maintain federal funding. Request sent to Boston and is now pending in Washington, D.C. A motion was made to adopt the proposal as written by Chair. Vote: In Favor - MM, PC, LS, GS, TL, SG  Opposed  - JK  -  Proposal approved
