CCPA Qualified (state-rate) vs. Family Matters GAL/AMC Trained
CCPA Qualified GAL/AMC Attorney List-Family Matters:
Only persons who have been placed on this list by the CCPA may be appointed in family cases to represent the children of indigent parents to be paid at the state rate of $40/hour.  In order to be qualified by the CCPA, a person must have (1) attended all six classes of the GAL/AMC Training co-sponsored by the CCPA and Judicial Department, (2) have submitted the application found on the CCPA website at http://www.ct.gov/ccpa/cwp/view.asp?A=3994&Q=470082 , (3) arranged for recommendations per the application, and (4) been approved by the CCPA.

Please note: The CCPA state-rate GAL/AMC Qualified Attorney list is updated approximately every six months, provided to the Judicial Branch and posted on the CCPA website under Attorney Information.       

Trained Family Matters GAL/AMC Appointees
At present, there are no specific qualifications or prerequisites for appointment by the Court as an AMC or GAL.  Individual judges may employ different procedures for making appointments.  It is likely that the Superior Court judges will be asked to approve a new Practice Book rule requiring the completion of all six classes of the GAL/AMC Training co-sponsored by the CCPA and Judicial Department prior to appointment.  The names of individuals who have successfully completed this training are provided by the CCPA to the Judicial Department for reference by family judges and clerks.   

Please note: The CCPA updates the list of persons who have completed all six classes of the training course at the end of each full course.
