Day 3 (a.m.): Indicators of Abuse/Neglect  (3 hours)
This session includes an overview of the indicators of abuse and neglect.  The participants view graphic slides depicting the different indicators.  After viewing and discussing the slide presentation the trainees will be introduced to both emotional and behavioral indicators of abuse.  This is followed up with an exercise to process the information provided.

Day 4: Cultural Competency (6 hours)
This full day course allows social workers to recognize the diversity of culture in the clients that are served  by DCF, examine their own values, beliefs and attitudes and how it impacts their assessments of clients as well as their own decision making.  They will also explore how stereotypes are learned and what they can do to unlearn common misperceptions.  Participants receive a presentation regarding hate crimes, bigotry and bias.  Public Act 99-180 is introduced and agency policies, practices and procedures are reviewed.

 

Days 13: Child Development (6 Hours)
This training traces normal development from infancy to adolescence.  The areas of a child’s development that are explored include: physical, emotional, cognitive and social development.  For each developmental stage the effects of abuse and neglect are discussed.  The objective of the course is to assist CPS workers in recognizing the effects of abuse and neglect on a child as well as assist CPS workers in developing case plans that address an identified developmental problem(s).

 The first part of the day of Child Development Training reviews the normal development of infants and toddlers, as well as special developmental problems of infants i.e., cerebral palsy, & mental retardation.  “Baby Think it Over” mannequin are used to allow staff an opportunity for hands on work with infants.  Also discussed is the normal development of preschool and school age children and the application of child development theory in DCF work i.e. home visits, multi-disciplinary team planning etc.

During the afternoon session the normal development of adolescence is reviewed.  The effects of abuse and neglect on the adolescent are discussed.  Trainees also assess then needs of adolescents with varying degrees of behavioral disorders.

This two-day training traces normal development from infancy to adolescence.  The areas of a child’s development that are explored include: physical, emotional, cognitive and social development.  For each developmental stage the effects of abuse and neglect are discussed.  The objective of the course is to assist CPS workers in recognizing the effects of abuse and neglect on a child as well as assist CPS workers in developing case plans that address an identified developmental problem(s).

The first day of Child Development Training reviews the normal development of infants and toddlers, as well as special developmental problems of infants i.e., cerebral palsy, & mental retardation.  “Baby Think it Over” mannequins are used to allow staff an opportunity for hands on work with infants.  Also discussed is the normal development of preschool and school age children and the application of child development theory in DCF work i.e. home visits, multi-disciplinary team planning etc.

During the second day, the normal development of adolescent is reviewed.  The effects of abuse and neglect on the adolescent are discussed.  Trainees also assess then needs of adolescents with varying degrees of behavioral disorders.

PRESERVICE, TIER I, Module IV 

Days 15 & 16: Separation and Placement (12 Hours)
The first day material includes the concepts of Separation and Attachment.  The class will enter into discussions relating to the following:

· Contributing factors to children’s emotional responses to separation and placement 

· Crisis Intervention Theory 

· Effects on Children’s Developmental level as they experience separation and placement. 

The guest speaker will present to the class, giving a first hand personal account of their experience being involved with DCF and being separated from their family.

The second half of day two examines the foster care system, ASFA and Concurrent Planning.  A representative from the Office of Foster and Adoption gives a presentation to the class regarding the roles and responsibilities of the unit; as well as information pertaining to recruitment of African American and Latino families.  

 

Day 17: Domestic Violence - Day 1
Day One:  Interval House offers the trainees a perspective of domestic violence from the victim’s viewpoint.  Issues of safety planning, interviewing victims and children, assessing risk, decision making and effects of domestic violence on the family are covered.  The Interval House trainer opens the day with a risk assessment exercise in which safety of the child/ren in high-risk situations is stressed.  DCF policy regarding removal vs. determining that a child can safely remain in the home is specifically addressed.

Days 18 & 19: Substance Abuse - Days 1 & 2 (12 Hours)
Introduction to substance abuse from a historical perceptive as it affects the families we serve.  Day one focuses on the impact of addiction, the diagnostic criteria and the behaviors associated with the disease.

Day two introduces students to harm reduction therapies.  The DCF Policy and referral process is reviewed and practiced.  The impact of the addiction on the family system is explored as well as becoming familiar with the substances that are currently wreaking havoc in our society. The goal of these two days is to develop a knowledge base as it pertains to addiction, trainees question their own beliefs, and confront their perceptions.

Day 20:  Behavioral Health (6 Hours)
This one day class will address a range of fundamental components pertaining to mental health.  Workers will explore their own attitudes towards children and families affected by mental illness; in order to conduct thorough and respectful strength based assessments and interventions.  An overview of the KidCare initiative is provided.  

Day 22: Sexual Abuse - Day 1 (6 Hours)
The one-day class is designed to give trainees an overview of child sexual abuse.  The day cover dynamics of sexual abuse, indicators of child sexual abuse and a review of what a child sexual abuse medical and clinical evaluation entails.  It is presented from a multi-disciplined approach.

Day 27: Medical Terminology "Mastering the Mystery of Medical Terminology" (6 Hours) 
This is a full day program designed to give participants familiarity with common medical terms associated with child abuse and neglect.  Participants learn specific observation skills for investigating reports of abuse and neglect.  Skills include determining a general age of bruises, the degree of burns and some indicators that a bone may be broke.  Shaken Baby syndrome and head trauma are also discussed.  Participants practice the skills in class using colored slides.

Day 28: Domestic Violence - Day 2 (6 Hours)
Day Two:  Non Violence Alliance (NOVA) offers training on day two.  A DCF trainer opens the day with an exercise that addresses the DCF domestic violence screening protocol.  NOVA presents the topic of domestic violence screening protocol.  NOVA presents the topic of domestic violence from a perpetrators perspective.  Areas covered include expectations of the batterer, treatment services available, batterer profile, and control vs. anger management and worker safety concerns when interacting with the batterer.

Day 29: Substance Abuse - Day 3 (6 Hours)
This class will discuss the different types and classes of substances.  Trainees will be exposed to the vast array of both club and street drugs, in addition to numerous pharmaceuticals.  The interactive game called “Name that Narcotic” is played during the a.m. session.  During the p.m. session the trainees are introduced to the world of gangs, and their involvement in drug activities. 

This is the third and final day of this curriculum, where upon completion participants will be able to: 

· Discuss the strong relation between substance abuse and child maltreatment. 

· Describe the “Adult” disease model of dependence. 

· Identify indicators of substance abuse and dependence. 

· List current drugs of abuse. 

· Recognize the roles and rules of the Substance Dependent Family. 

· Refer clients for a range of services from their Resource Guides.

This is a multi-media, highly interactive workshop, which utilized the Narcotic Enforcement Officers Association (NEOA), who also presents actual paraphernalia, drugs, handouts and undercover footage.

Day 30: Sexual Abuse - Day 2
This is a 2-day training.  Day one is held during Tier 1 training and Day 2 is held during Tier II training 

The two-day class is designed to give trainees an overview of child sexual abuse.  The days cover dynamics of sexual abuse, indicators of child sexual abuse and a review of what a child sexual abuse medical and clinical evaluation entails.  It is presented from a multi-disciplined approach.

Day 33: Educational Issues (6 Hours)
This class is taught by DCF Educational Coordinators. Class content covers special education, planning and placement teams (PPT’s), Individual Educational Plans (IEP’s) and the role of surrogate parents.  The role of the DCF worker in the education setting is also discussed.
