
CREATIVE PLACEMAKING PILOT PROGRAM - FY2012 GUIDELINES      

Application Deadline    Rolling
Funding Period     February 1, 2012 - June 30, 2013
Final Report Due    August 30, 2013

Eligible applicants are limited to Connecticut municipalities and 501 (c)(3) non-profi t 
organizations that have had tax-exempt status for at least two years. A non-profi t arts orga-
nization as the lead applicant is preferred.

Eligible Expenses may include:
• Administrative expenses.  Not to exceed 35% of grant request
• Planning, research, development, production, and design costs
• Artists’ and consultants’ fees 
• Marketing expenses

      • Special event expenses 
      • Technical Assistance
      • Rental and occupancy costs 
      • Construction or rehabilitation expenses
