Connecticut Commission on Culture & Tourism Creative Collaboration Grants ~ 2006


The Connecticut Commission on Culture & Tourism (CCT) is pleased to support programs that recognize the importance of the arts in education.  CCT believes that the arts nurture future artists, build audiences, promote life-long learning, and encourage community engagement in artistic and cultural activities. 
Creative Collaboration Grants are designed to foster collaborations between and among teaching artists, schools, and non-profit arts organizations. The intent is to encourage the integration of teaching artists from CCT’s Directory of Teaching Artists into a variety of settings for teaching and learning.  Creative Collaboration Grants may be used to fund workshops, residencies, and professional development collaborations between and among:

· Teaching artists and schools

· Teaching artists and non-profit arts organizations

· Teaching artists and school/arts organization teams
Creative Collaboration Grants must include:
· A teaching artist from CCT’s Directory of Teaching Artists
· A collaborative planning process that includes the artist(s) 

Creative Collaboration Grants will support:

· Workshops that complement exhibitions, performances or other activities promoting the greater understanding of an arts discipline 

· Residencies that integrate an arts discipline into non-arts curriculum and content areas, or that help interpret an exhibition, performance, or presentation. 
· Professional development activities that introduce an art form, arts discipline, or enhance understanding of the arts in a classroom or arts and cultural institutions

Creative Collaboration Grants may support the broadening or deepening of a current program or the creation of a new one.  
The following are examples of workshops, residencies, and professional development collaborations that would qualify for funding.  This is intended as guidance to assist in the development of an appropriate application, and is not an exclusive list.  
· A museum engages a teaching artist to provide a series of training workshops for its docents.
· An elementary school works with a teaching artist to provide a 10-day music residency focused on literacy for 1st and 2nd graders.
· A middle school offers an after-school poetry residency that complements the in-school curriculum. 

· A local theatre and hospital together engage a teaching artist to collaborate on a presentation to raise awareness or inform family members regarding how to deal with a specific health issue.
· A school and historical museum collaborate on an in-school architectural residency that culminates in the development of a walking tour guide and map for use in the classroom.
Who May Apply

Eligible Lead Applicants: 
· Non-profit 501 (c)(3) arts organization whose primary purpose is to produce, present, promote, or serve the arts.  Applicant must be incorporated in Connecticut for at least 2 years with a two-year history of ongoing arts programming.

· K-12 school 
Eligible applicants to other CCT grant programs (Organizational Support, Local Arts Agency, Arts Presentation) that are non-profit arts organizations or schools may also apply for Creative Collaboration Grants.    

Lead applicants may partner to form school/arts organization teams.  Lead applicants may also partner with cultural organizations, arts programs of non-arts organizations, or for-profit entities. 
Ineligible Lead Applicants:
· Individuals

· Cultural organizations whose primary purpose is NOT to produce, present, or serve the arts

· Arts programs of non-arts organizations

· For profit entities

· Entities whose primary place of business is not in Connecticut 
Eligible Use of Funds:  teaching artist fees for Residency Days, applicable materials, supplies, and student transportation expenses.

Ineligible Use of Funds: staff salaries, travel, fundraising efforts, scholarships, lobbying activities, hospitality expenses, capital expenses, software acquisition, and equipment purchases.

Funding information

The maximum grant award is $2,000.
Creative Collaboration residencies must be at least 3 days in length and can be up to ten days. For the purpose of this grant, a Residency Day consists of a minimum of 4 teaching hours.  
The CCT grant will support the artist’s fees for Residency Days as well as applicable materials, supplies, and student transportation expenses.  CCT’s contribution will be as follows:

	Must be 3-10 days

The grant request must be matched on a one-to-one cash basis.  
Projects that exceed the grant request + cash match must identify additional funding sources in the application budget.

Teaching artists set their own fees.  Applicants are responsible for negotiating teaching artist fees individually. 

Creative Collaboration Grants will be awarded by March 8, 2006 for activities that take place between 

April 3, 2006 and August 30, 2006. 

Application Review Process

The Commission is using a simplified application and fast track review process for the Creative Collaboration Grants.  
The following criteria are the basis for the review of Creative Collaboration Grant applications:

Quality of the Project:

· Merit of the project’s design, structure, and activities

· Evidence of a comprehensive collaborative planning process (that includes the artist)

· Ability of project to impact teaching and learning in, about and through the arts
· Demonstration that the project supports CCT’s belief in life-long learning and community engagement in the arts
Ability to Carry Out the Project:

· Demonstration of achievable goals and plan for assessing project impact on learning outcomes

· Appropriateness of project budget

· Evidence of a one-to-one cash match in project budget

· Feasibility of project’s success based on project planning and evaluation plan
application MATERIALS

Your application must include an application cover sheet, narrative, budget, and attachments.  

Please note that applications missing any of the listed materials will be considered incomplete and will not be reviewed.   
1.  Application Cover Sheet

Complete one application cover sheet for your project.  The cover sheet must be signed and dated, with an original signature.

2. Application Narrative

Answer questions 2a-f in a narrative of no more than two (2) single-spaced typed pages (one side only).  Margins should be no less than ¾ inch on all four sides, with font size no smaller than 11 point.  Your project budget is not included in the two-page total.

a) Project:

· Describe your project.  Include the program design, structure, and activities (target audience/population, location, number of sessions, participants, etc.), as well as timeline.
     b)  Goals:
· Describe program goals and expected outcomes.  How will your project impact teaching and learning in, about and through the arts in your targeted setting?

     c)  Qualifications:

· Briefly describe the qualifications of the key professional personnel and the organization(s) involved with the project.

d)  Planning:

· Describe your planning process and the role of each partner, including the teaching artist.
   e)   Assessment:
· Describe the methods that you will use to evaluate and document the success of your project. Tell how you will use this information.

f)  Site-Specific:
· If your collaboration is school-based, include standards-based curricular connections and intended learning outcomes.

· If you are applying to support professional development for staff, faculty, or volunteers, please address intended learning outcomes. 

3. Budget

Outline the budget for the program.  You may download an excel document of the budget form on the CCT Web site.
4. Attachments: Applications must include each of the following attachments:

· Copy of IRS Tax Exempt Determination Letter or Municipal Ordinance/Statute. 
      (Schools exempt)
· W-9 Form
How to Apply

Complete applications, including budget and support materials, must be received or postmarked by Monday February 3, 2006 at 5:00 p.m. No application will be accepted if delivered or post marked after this date and time.  No facsimile will be accepted.

Final Reports

Funded organizations are required to submit a Final Report within 60 days of the completion of the project. Failure to submit a final report will void eligibility for future funding from the Commission on Culture and Tourism. A final report form can be found at www.cultureandtourism.org/arts.

Assembly

Submit 4 (4) copies, and one (1) original.  Place a post-it note marked “ORIGINAL” on the copy containing a copy of your IRS Tax-Exempt Letter, the Affirmative Action Statement and Authorizing Letter, as described below.
Five application copies assembled in the following order:

· 1. Application Cover sheet-signed at the bottom
· 2. Application Narrative - no more than 2 pages
· 3. Project Budget Form - one page
Behind the copy marked “ORIGINAL”, please add the following items:
· 4. IRS Tax-Exempt Letter

· 5. Affirmative Action Statement

· 6. Authorizing Letter- on letterhead, original signature
