The Fellow will also assist
with the Historic Preservation Grants program.

RESPONSIBILITIES

The fellow will be awarded a $30,000.00 annual stipend with a required commitment of
30 hours a week for 50 weeks.

STIPEND

CCT is seeking highly motivated college graduates with a strong interest in historic
preservation and public history. Excellent organizational, interpersonal, and
communications skills are necessary. Candidates must possess strong computet/
database skills including PC, Microsoft programs (Word, Excel, and Access), digital
camera/photography experience, as well as competence in writing and editing,
Candidates must be able to work independently.
