ORDER 
 

I, Thomas R. Sullivan, Insurance Commissioner of the State of Connecticut, do hereby adopt 
the findings and recommendations of Thomas J. Taggart, Hearing Officer in the captioned 
matter, to wit: 
  

A. The overall cost level changes for advisory loss costs filed by the National Council on 
Compensation Insurance, Inc. (“NCCI”) be approved as filed. 

 
B. The 5.0% for uncollectible premiums for assigned risk be changed to 4.6%. 

 
C. The proposed increase in the maximum payroll for Executive Officers or Members of 

Limited Liability Companies from $1,000 per week to $1,200 per week be approved. 
 

D. The proposed increase in the maximum payroll for Athletic Teams and Carnival – 
Traveling from $700 per week to $800 per week be approved. 

 
E. For policies effective on or after January 1, 2009, the proposed Workers’ Compensation 

Commission industrial classification assessment fund rate of 1.9% of standard premium 
and “F” industrial classification assessment fund rate of 6.9% of standard premium for 
voluntary market and assigned risk market insurers be approved.  

 
F. For filings received prior to January 1, 2009, the thirty (30) day advance filing 

requirement set forth in Conn. Gen. Stat. §38a-676(b) be waived in order to allow for 
the adoption of the change in advisory pure premium loss costs effective January 1, 
2009.
