Field Review Directions
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To Site:


From North, South, and East: 


Take Exit 38 off I-84 onto Route 4 in Farmington; follow Route 4 through Unionville section; past Unionville center take right at light before bridge over Farmington River up hill onto Huckleberry Hill Road; look for Avon Landfill sign on left.


From Norfolk: 


Route 44 to Route 179 south; shortly after 179 joins Maple Avenue, take left onto Center Street (just before Collinsville canoe and kayak store on right);  follow Center St to fork, stay left onto Huckleberry Hill Rd; look for Avon landfill on right.


From Simsbury: 


From Route 44, south on Route 177 to Chevas Road; right on Chevas to Huckleberry Hill Road; right on Huckleberry Hill; look for landfill on left.


To Town Hall from Site:


From landfill, turn left onto Huckleberry Hill and follow north to Maple Ave; right onto Maple and follow to Route 44; from 44, town hall is in complex of brownstone buildings on left; look for brownstone gate with “Avon Park North” sign; turn left through gate.


To Restaurant:


Dinner is at First & Last Tavern which is one block east of town hall after Woodford Ave.
