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Directions to Site:


From I-84 westbound, take Exit 6 for Route 37; right at end of exit ramp to travel north on 37; follow Route 37 into New Fairfield; at junction with Route 39, turn right onto 39; follow 39 along Candlewood Lake to Squantz Pond; immediately turn right after 39 crosses over Squantz Pond onto Bogus Hill Road and follow to Girl Scout property; enter property and follow markers to proposed sites.





From Site to Hearing:


Retrace steps from Girl Scout property to Bogus Hill Road to Route 39; left onto Route 39; New Fairfield Senior Center (hearing location) is in the Heritage Plaza, which is on left shortly before junction with Route 37.





Dinner:


Dinner is at The Candlewood Grille in the same plaza a few doors from the senior center.
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
