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In this petition, CL&P seeks to install a new 345 kV line terminal structure and a new 345 kV circuit breaker at the existing Long Mountain Switching Station in New Milford. CL&P would also install additional ancillary support equipment including disconnect switches, voltage transformers, and relay and control equipment inside an existing equipment building. The planned modifications are being proposed to increase the reliability of the 345 kV lines connecting at the switching station.

Council member Phil Ashton and staff member David Martin visited the switching station on April 13, 2005 to conduct a field review of the proposed changes. Bob Carberry and Bob Piscitelli represented CL&P during the field review.

The Long Mountain Switching Station is located off of Long Mountain Road in a secluded area well screened from any nearby residences by existing mature vegetation. All the modifications will take place within the existing fenced yard, which is large enough to easily accommodate the proposed work. There are no wetlands to be disturbed by the work, and the switching station is not within a flood hazard area.

CL&P’s proposed modifications at the Long Mountain Switching Station should not result in any significant adverse environmental impacts.
