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Decision and Order

In response to a Petition for Reconsideration submitted on December 1, 2008 by the Certificate Holder in this docket, PDC-El Paso Milford LLC (a.k.a. Milford Power, LLC), the Connecticut Siting Council (Council) hereby modifies its Docket No. 187  Decision and Order of  January 8, 1999   Decision and Order 1(b), is hereby modified, as described below.

1. Decision and Order 1(b) in Docket No. 187 is modified to now read as follows:

“The facility shall cease use of potable water as a primary cooling source, and in no event shall use of potable water exceed 15 percent of the total annual average or obtain advance approval from the Council and/or the Chairman to avoid any unnecessary delay or curtailment of facility operations and to meet permitting requirements of other regulatory authorities.”
2. The Certificate Holder shall provide an annual report on the use of potable water as a cooling water source including identifying contingency events. 

3. The Certificate Holder shall pursue the cooling tower air emission permit modifications with the Department of Environmental Protection and provide documentation of the DEP’s determination.

4. The Certificate Holder shall investigate and report on alternatives to reduce use of potable water within one year of issuance of this decision.
We hereby direct that a copy of the Findings of Fact, Opinion, and Decision and Order be served on each person listed below, and notice of issuance published in The Hartford Courant and The New Haven Register.

By this Decision and Order, the Council disposes of the legal rights, duties, and privileges of each party named or admitted to the proceeding in accordance with Section 16-50j-17 of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies.
