Timber mats have been
removed from east and
west of Rte. 17 within the
wetlands.

Haybales, stone sediment
traps, and/or fiber rolls
were used to filter water
flowing from the timber
mats east/west of Rte 17.
A channel with check
dams remains along the
access road east of Rte 17.
