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CHAIRMAN PAMELA B. KATZ:  I’d like to call this session to order.




Ladies and Gentlemen, the purpose of the evening session is exclusively for the public.  Is there any member of the public here?  Let the record show that there is no member of the public present and, therefore, I will waive the opening statement.

All comments, including state agency comments, and legal briefs related to the final draft may be filed with the Council by any party and intervenor no later than June 1, 2006.  The submission of comments is not required by this Council, but is a matter of choice of parties and intervenors.




Any persons who have not become a party or intervenor, but desire to make their views known to the Council, may file a written statement with this Council no later than June 1, 2006.




After review of all comments, the Council will issue the completed Electric and Magnetic Field Best Management Practices for the Construction of Electric Transmission Lines in Connecticut document to be utilized in future electric transmission proceedings.  Off the record --
