TO FIELD REVIEW – 33 BOARDMAN ROAD

From Waterbury

Follow I-84 to Exit 15, Southbury.     

Go right off of the exit and follow Route 6 / 67 north approximately 1½ miles to traffic light – Route 6 goes straight, Route 67 goes left.
Take left and follow Route 67 west though Roxbury to New Milford.  

In New Milford Center – follow Route 202 west over bridge to Route 7.
Follow Route 7 north for approximately 2¼ miles. 

Turn right on Boardman Road (poorly marked – look for sigh for Givaudan Corp.) and go over bridge.
