PETITION NO. 755A – Iroquois Gas Transmission System, L.P. application submitted to the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission to modify the existing interstate natural gas pipeline by the addition of a compressor station off of High Meadow Road in Brookfield, Connecticut.

PETITION NO. 757A - An application by Algonquin Gas Transmission, LLC submitted to the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission.  Algonquin proposes to construct a Natural Gas Compressor Station off of Airport Access Road, Oxford, Connecticut, and a Natural Gas Meter Station off High Meadow Road, Brookfield, Connecticut.  

Pursuant to the Connecticut Siting Council (Council) Request for Proposal (RFP) No. RFPGAS-032006, the Council announces that van Zelm Heywood & Shadford, Inc. of West Hartford, Connecticut, is selected as the consultant to assist the Council in reviewing the above-referenced filings.  van Zelm Heywood & Shadford, Inc. (van Zelm) possesses the necessary detailed knowledge and experience in the technical and legal matters relating to gas compression to suitably assist the Council in this proceeding.
van Zelm has been retained to assist in the preparation of the technical review, specifically related to analysis of the feasibility and technical suitability of options to install natural gas compression equipment, and evaluate options for design configurations that maximize safety and reliability, while minimizing environmental effects.  They will participate and assist the Connecticut Siting Council staff through the evidentiary proceeding.  They will also assist with the review and evaluation of technical sufficiency of the record and aid in the development of recommendations to submit to FERC regarding the applicants’ siting, environmental mitigation measures and construction procedures.
Participants in this proceeding and members of the public are advised that the proper manner by which to ask questions or seek information from this consultant is through written interrogatories sent to this agency and copied to the service list or through testimony given during the hearings scheduled in May.  This principle extends to inquiries concerning intended efforts to participate in the proceeding in any form.
