The Connecticut Siting Council (Council) is in the process of compiling comments on Federal Energy Regulatory Commission Docket CP06-76 .  In the interim, the Council would like to offer areas of concern of the proposed project.

Brookfield Meter Station:

· Minimize visual impact through landscaping, use of non-intrusive exterior lighting and architecture of buildings.

Oxford Compressor Station Comments  _ Site A

· Minimize visual impact through landscaping, use of non-intrusive exterior lighting and architecture of buildings

· Relocation of the site access road to east to avoid crossing of Wetland C.

· Relocation of Compressor Building, Garage, Control Building and west driveway to northeast to provide a greater vegetative buffer to Wetland C. 

· Post-construction noise surveys.

· No maintenance venting, where noise levels are above the FERC noise standard, between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m., except in emergency situations.

· Maintain a buffer between the site and the adjacent land uses.

·  Restore any construction related damage to Airport Access Road to pre-construction conditions.   

· Minimize the fenced area of the compressor station to reduce clearing of vegetation.

Oxford Compressor Station Comments – Site F

· Ensure adequate environmental surveys are conducted of the proposed site.

· Based on a cursory review of the limited information presented for Site F, it appears Site A would have less of an environmental impact than Site F.

· Bases on a cursory review of the limited information regarding Site F, it appears Site A would require less site work than Site F.  The Site F parcel also lacks frontage on an established, maintained, paved road.
