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Decision & Order





Pursuant to the foregoing Findings of Fact and Opinion, the proposed modifications to an existing Connecticut Light and Power (CL&P) Company 115-kV electric transmission line support structure will not have a substantial adverse environmental effect and pursuant to General Statutes § 16-50k, will not require a Certificate of Environmental Compatibility and Public Need.





The modifications shall be implemented substantially as specified in the Council’s record in this matter and subject to the following conditions:





1.	Sprint Spectrum L.P. (Sprint) shall submit a Development and Management Plan for Council approval prior to the commencement of construction to include a site plan with the following elements:





equipment cabinets reoriented to the north side of the structure to preserve


an existing cedar tree;


access drive reduced or relocated to use an existing accessway to minimize site disturbance;


fence architecturally treated consistent with the residential area;


site restored with landscaping to provide vegetative screening; and


erosion and sediment controls consistent with Connecticut Guidelines


for Soil Erosion and Sediment Control, as amended.





2.	The antenna platform shall be located as close as practical to the existing electric transmission line support structure while maintaining necessary electric safety clearances.





3.	Sprint shall provide the Council a recalculated report of electromagnetic radio frequency power density if the antenna support platform is lowered or when circumstances in operation cause a change in power density above the levels originally calculated and provided in the petition.





4.	If the facility does not provide, or permanently ceases to provide the proposed telecommunications services following completion of construction, this Decision and Order shall be void, and the petitioner shall dismantle the Powermount( support pole and remove all associated equipment within 60 days after such equipment ceases to provide the proposed telecommunications services or reapply to the Council for any proposed new use.





5.	No blasting of rock from the site or access shall be undertaken without approval of the Council.





6.	Sprint shall provide two week notice of the commencement of construction, completion of construction, and the commencement of operations.
