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On August 20, 1999, Connecticut Siting Council (Council) member Edward Wilensky, and Council Staff Joel Rinebold, and Fred Cunliffe met Uniroyal Chemical Company, Inc., (UCC) representative Linda Macary for a site inspection of a portion of UCC’s facility located at 280 Elm Street, Naugatuck. The UCC facility is comprised of approximately 90 buildings and manufactures specialty organic and agricultural chemical products. UCC is petitioning for a declaratory ruling that no Certificate of Public Safety and Necessity (Certificate) is required for proposed changes to their existing facility.

UCC proposes to use Building 306 for containerized hazardous waste storage.  The building would be retrofitted with proper fire extinguishing equipment and sealed floors with berms.  The area would be 120 feet by 60 feet with a maximum storage capacity of 950 (55 gallon) drums. The building currently has a loading bay, scale, emergency and communications equipment. Upon completion of Building 306 retrofit, UCC plans to close Drum Storage Area No. 1 which is a 220-foot by 50-foot outside fenced paved area with an 1,800 drum capacity. Also, UCC plans to consolidate other on-site containerized hazardous waste storage (330 drums) to Building 306. UCC’s proposed action would reduce total on-site storage from 2,130 drums to 950 drums. UCC stated that storage of hazardous waste would be short-term not to exceed one year.

The Connecticut Department of Environmental Protection is aware of these proposed changes and has jurisdiction under the Resources Conservation and Recovery Act to regulate the closure of former storage areas and the operations at this facility. 

UCC contends that the improvements are related to short-term storage and do not constitute disposal of a hazardous waste, there will be no increase in the volume of waste, and the improvements do not encompass the storage of new waste streams. UCC further contends that the improvements to their facility to store containerized hazardous waste in a secure building and closing of storage areas would not require a Certificate of Public Safety and Necessity as required by Connecticut General Statute Section 22a-117(b)(1).
