On May 23, 2000, Gerald Heffernan of the Connecticut Siting Council (Council) and Robert K. Erling of the Council staff met Jennifer Gaudet of Pinnacle Site Development for a field review in Woodbury, Connecticut.  AT&T Wireless Services (AT&T) is petitioning the Council for a declaratory ruling that no amendment to the Certificate of Environmental Compatibility and Public Need issued by the Council in Docket No. 183 in 1998 would be required, to allow an expansion of the lease parcel and a reconfiguration of the access road.

In order to accommodate future collocation of telecommunications carriers, AT&T has increased its lease parcel size from 30 feet by 30 feet to 75 feet by 75 feet.  Additionally, the owners of the property have requested that the route of the 12-foot wide gravel access road be moved to accommodate the needs of an existing business adjacent to the tower site.  Minimal clearing of shrubs and vegetation would be required.  Utilities would be placed underground along the new access road.
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
