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PETITION NO. 556 - Berkshire Power petition for a declaratory ruling that no Certificate of Environmental Compatibility and Public Need is required for the proposed installation of a temporary 69.2 MW peaking project in Stamford, Connecticut. Revised Development and Management Plan.
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DECISION AND ORDER

Pursuant to the foregoing Findings of Fact and Opinion, the Connecticut Siting Council (Council) hereby approves the revised Development and Management Plan submitted by Waterside Power to allow the storage of equipment currently on the site of this project until the need for this project in the summer of 2003 has been determined.  All conditions of this project currently in effect will remain in effect.  In addition, the Council will impose the following conditions on this project as listed below.

Conditions

1. No additional equipment or materials other than that already on the site may be added to or stored on the site without the prior approval of the Council.

2. The transformer on the site shall be inspected for leaks on a monthly basis.

3. The Waterside Project may not operate in the year 2003 without first obtaining Council approval. 

4. The Waterside Project storage of equipment shall remain on the site as described in the revised Development and Management Plan submitted on September 30, 2002, the pre-filed testimony of Thomas E. Atkins dated January 3, 2003 (Exhibit 5), and as depicted in the revised Storage Plan submitted to the Council on January 9, 2003 (Exhibit 7 of this proceeding).

5. In the event the Waterside Project is not awarded a contract under a Request Request for Proposal (RFP) for the Summer of 2003, the project owners must vacate and restore the project site by August 1, 2003.

By this Decision and Order, the Council disposes of the legal rights, duties and privileges of each party named or admitted to the proceeding in accordance with Section 16-50j-7 of the Regulations of State Agencies.
