Requests for Letters of Support to the Connecticut Council on Developmental Disabilities

The Connecticut council on Developmental Disabilities (DD Council) receives requests for letters of support from its Developmental Disabilities Network Partners (the University Center for Excellence in Developmental Disabilities and the Office of protection and Advocacy for Persons with Disabilities), organizations outside of the Developmental Disabilities Network and individuals. Requests that meet the mandate of the Developmental Disabilities Act and the mission and purpose of the DD Council will be considered for support. The Council or the Executive Committee, whichever meets first, will consider the requests. The Chair of the Council will sign all letters of support.

Council Procedure on Considering Letters of Support

Requests from DD Network Partners and Current Grantees

When the DD Council receives a request for a letter of support from a DD Network Partner or current grantee, the request will be considered at the next DD Council or Executive Committee meeting, whichever comes first. A minimum of three-business days notice is required. If waiting until that meeting will violate the deadline given by the requesting DD Network Partner or current Council on Developmental Disabilities grantee and the requester gave the Council three business days to respond, the Executive Committee will decide by meeting, email or other appropriate means, if the request will receive the support of the Council.

Other Requests and Individuals

When the DD Council receives a request for a letter of support from an organization outside the DD Network and other grantees or individuals, the request will be considered at the next regularly scheduled Council or Executive Committee meeting. If waiting until the next Council or Executive Committee meeting will violate the deadline requested by the organization, the Council will deny the request for the letter of support.

The Chair of the Council will sign all letters of support.
