The Task Force met on March 4, 2010 and reported its decisions to the Council on March 9, 2010.

The following proposals were awarded:

RFP #2:  Educational Consultants of Connecticut (ECCONN), Canton, CT., to train parents on building circles of support, the McGill Action Planning System (MAPS) and Planning Alternative Tomorrows with Hope (PATH) - $40,000.

The following proposals are pending an award decision following obtaining more information:

RFP #1:  The Arc of Quinebaug Valley, Inc., Danielson, CT., to provide grassroots intensive training on using special education law to achieve inclusion and to avoid the use of aversives, restraints and seclusion - $19,995.

RFP #5:  Independence Unlimited, Inc., Hartford, CT., to work with architects, developers and landlords on incorporation of universal design - $31,000.
