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Comments







1. This consolidated budget represents a portion of the activities in the State that embody what is known as educational technology.  The agencies and requested amounts itemized in this document cover complementary activities that, together, define a coherent initiative supported by the respective agencies.  Having said that, these same agencies spend other, and sometimes significant, dollars on educational technology as do the state’s LEAs and RESCs. 

2. The dollars requested for the next biennium are intended to complete the job of extending the Connecticut Education Network to a Point of Presence, or hub in each community, whether that point is in a school, library, or a municipal building.  The input from the strategic planning process clearly supports doing that quickly and then further extending the network in the ensuing years, first to all or most schools and libraries, and then beyond.  The dollars requested follow on the state having authorized $10 million in bonding during FY03, $4.5 million in bonding during FY02, and earlier dollars from surplus for this purpose.

3. Also supported by the strategic planning process and in accordance with some of the recommendations given to the Commission by DOIT is the need to make decisions this year about the services provided and the costs, if any, that will be charged for them.  It will be important for the Commission to resolve these issues quickly and disseminate the information to the user community.  For the next biennium, approximately $500,000 per year in the form of cost-sharing is expected from users in the higher education community.

(1)
For FY03, carry forward funds of approximately $660,000 will be available for project management and operating expenses.

(2) For FY03, the CET Personnel and Administrative lines will be supported by carry forward funds ($42,041) and transferred funds ($250,000).

(3) FY02 surplus funds were used to pre-pay databases to be used during the FY03 fiscal year in addition to the FY03 General Fund appropriation for a total FY03 investment in the Digital Library of $1,882,000.

(4) $1,500,000 will be available for Professional Development in each of FY04 and FY05 from the federal No Child Left Behind legislation.
