The Council welcomed Sue Palisano as the new Vice Chair.  The Minutes of the October 11th meeting were accepted.
The Council discussed the Protocols created at the last meeting and described in the October 11th Minutes and approved them for deployment:
The Council agreed to prepare an online request form that contained the following elements:

· Mission of the eLearning & Content Advisory Council (including our constituency)

· Acceptable purposes for presentations (no sales presentations)

· Purpose of the presentation (i.e. idea, partnership, new technology, educational applications, etc.)

· Background on the presenter (including research, publications, etc.)

If accepted, the presenter will provide the Council with any materials in advance of the meeting.  Presentations will be limited to 20 minutes. The Council agreed that these protocols may require adjustment as the Council begins to hear from various interested parties.
