	Chairperson Kendall Wiggin called the meeting to order at 3:03 p.m., and thanked everyone for attending this special meeting.
	

	
	

	Discussion and Action, Memo of Agreement between the CET and UCONN: Ken Wiggin explained that the Commission’s efforts to assist with a Disaster Recovery initiative for Connecticut higher education institutions had been halted by the Attorney General’s office due to confusion in language in the contract.  The contract is between the Northeast Research and Education Network (NEREN) - the organization providing the disaster recovery services - and UCONN.  UCONN was asked by the CET/CEN to enter into this agreement with NEREN on behalf of colleges and universities in the state since UCONN serves as the fiscal manager for funds to administer the CEN and UCONN is a member of NEREN.  However, since the agreement and initial funds for the initiative have been prompted by the CET, a Memo of Agreement (MOA) between the CET and UCONN must be in place that provides UCONN with the authority to carry out the contract with NEREN. A copy of a proposed MOA was provided to members.  This MOA would resolve the issue with the contract and would enable our Disaster Recovery initiative to move forward. 
Marc Herzog questioned if it was necessary to include a time limit on the MOA.  George Kahkedjian pointed out that that the obligation described is up to $300,000, and that the MOA would end once those funds had been used.

Josh Smith asked if the disaster recovery initiative was for UCONN only or all higher education institutions.  It was explained that UCONN is simply the conduit for the agreement – that the contract with NEREN is consistent with other DOIT contracts related to the CEN.  UCONN enters into the agreement on behalf of all higher education institutions.  Mr. Wiggin clarified that the attorney general’s office asked for this MOA, to clarify that UCONN is acting for the CET.

David Martel asked what the administrative responsibilities of UCONN would be.  Mr. Kahkedjian explained that his understanding was that UCONN would just transfer the funds to NEREN in a one-time action.  This belief was reinforced by Judy Greiman.  Sarah Edson clarified that participating higher education institutions would then work directly with NEREN.  David questioned whose responsibility it would be to ensure services are provided.  It was explained by Ms. Edson and Scott Taylor that the initial payment of $300,000 pays for a basic amount of rack space and services per institution, but beyond that, individual institutions have the ability to purchase more at their own expense.  Ms. Greiman stated that individual institutions would enter into their own agreements with NEREN for these additional services.

	Ken Wiggin asked for a motion to approve the MOA as written.  IT WAS MOVED (E. Klonoski) seconded (M. Herzog) THAT THE MOA BETWEEN THE CONNECTICUT COMMISSION ON EDUCATIONAL TECHNOLOGY AND THE UNIVERSITY OF CONNECTICUT, RELATED TO A CONTRACT WITH THE NORTHEAST RESEARCH AND EDUCATION NETWORK BE APPROVED.  PASSED unanimously.
On behalf of the CET, Marc Herzog stated his appreciation to UCONN for entering into the agreement with NEREN for this disaster recovery effort for all higher education institutions.
