The meeting began with the STEM committee update by Sarah Edson.  She discussed the response she received from the Commission when she presented the plan at the January meeting.  One change that was agreed upon is removing the United Streaming license costs from this STEM budget as may be addressed separately by the CET.  The Council decided to make some revisions to the document and submit it at the March CET meeting (if time permits).  These changes included shortening the document and providing less financial detail.
Next the Council discussed the $1 million dollar surplus in the CEN budget and the possible uses this money might be directed toward.  This discussion included an update on the DPUC funding, for which the CET is suggesting itself as the appropriate fiduciary agent.

Ed gave a progress report on the VLC program including the efforts being made to secure the second year of the project’s funding.  Attached to these Minutes is the testimony he delivered to the Education Committee on March 10th, which includes an update on the enrollment, teacher preparation, courses, and future plans.
Our next meeting is scheduled for May 21st at a new location: the Fleet Conference room of Charter Oak State College.  Directions can be found at http://www.charteroak.edu/AboutUs/directions.cfm, but for those of you who haven’t visited here, Charter Oak is located on Central Connecticut State University’s campus about one mile from the CTDLC.  This will be joint meeting with the Network Advisory Council and the new members we are welcoming from the Professional Development Advisory Council.
