	Approve Meeting Minutes of October 16

	Report on Meeting with Commissioner
	The Chair reviewed the Commissioner’s proposed budget recession proposal to cut all programs by 2.5%.  A spreadsheet of the impact on programs was disseminated. Council members discussed the state budget situation and the support of the Commissioner for the Trust Fund and its prevention programs.  Hope was expressed that the MIECHV requirement would help to hold NFN harmless in the Governor’s Budget Proposal expected in February 2013.

An update on the MIECHV home visitation expansion and issues was discussed at the meeting with the Commissioner and Council members.

Laura shared with the Commissioner that there is discussion in the Children’s Cabinet to propose legislation which might impact Home Visitation.

	Outcomes from Strategic Retreat
	The Chair reviewed the Council’s Strategic Plan for 2013-2015.  The Council approved the plan on a voice vote.

As a result of the plan, the Council discussed the need to reorganize the work groups.  A proposal was submitted to have three standing committees and three adhoc committees formed.

Laura volunteered to define the role and responsibilities of the committees and reach out to council members to chair these efforts and convene the first meeting early next year.

	Legislative Issues
	Eva Bunnell suggested that we approach a lobbying firm that might be willing to do pro-bono work and volunteered to work on this effort.

Proposed legislative meeting at the State Capitol - Commissioner Bremby has agreed to host an event at the State Capitol for legislators that would brief legislators on the successful merger of DSS/CTF and the rollout of Triple P to the state.  We are looking for a date in late January.
