In 1960, less than 8 million children were living in families where the father was
absent. Today the number of children living in father-absent homes stands at 24
million. That means that tonight, one out of every three children in America will go
to sleep in a home in which their father does not live.

The study interviewed fathers who are involved with the Nurturing
Families Network (NFN) home visiting program. By examining the difficulties at-
risk fathers cope with, the study is helping to identify policy and program
approaches that can improve the lives of fathers and their ability to be a positive
force in the lives of their children.
