In 2002, Karen’s dedication and experience was welcomed at the Children’s Trust Fund Help Me Grow program where she worked as the Child Development Community Liaison for the south central and south east regions of Connecticut.  Karen was instrumental is developing an ongoing network of professionals who worked together to help families access desired and necessary community-based resources. 
In her work with the Help Me Grow program, Karen championed the message of the CT Shaken Baby Prevention Project to never shake a baby.  In addition, Karen worked with community providers to promote positive growth and development of children by teaching them how to use the Ages & Stages Questionnaire Child Monitoring System.
Karen was a passionate leader and facilitator.  She thrived on imparting her experience through facilitating the Family Development Credential and Training program, where she worked with family service workers and program leaders to build empowerment, strength-based practice within the workplace and community.

Volunteer work included serving as a member of the Children Effected by Domestic Violence Committee and the New Haven Mayor’s Task Force on Early Care and Education.
