We wanted to share with you important new research results that show the effectiveness of a program administered by the Connecticut Children's Trust Fund. The research shows that home visiting services provided by the program are successful in reducing the incidence of child abuse or neglect in what are considered "high risk families." Here are the details: 

 

Researchers at the University of Hartford Center for Social Research have found that the rate of substantiated abuse for the high-risk families in the Children's Trust Fund Nurturing Families Network home-visiting program during 2007-2008 was approximately 1.2% -- substantially lower than high-risk mothers not receiving home visitation services. 

 

Two studies with similar high-risk mothers not receiving home visitation services found much higher rates: in the first study 25% of the children in the high-risk group had been maltreated (Murphy) and in the second study 22% of mothers had maltreated their children (Stevens-Simon). 

 

In addition, the rate of substantiated abuse and neglect for the Connecticut's NFN families compares favorably with the rates for home visitation programs across the country, which range from 1% to 8%.
