2) PROGRAM FEE:  The program fee is determined by the length of stay. However, in extreme financial hardship, the Department of Veterans’ Affairs may waive the housing fee for Veterans who complete the agency waiver form and provide proper documentation verifying an income hardship. If a fee waiver is required, forms are available in the Residential Office.

The monthly program fee is due on the first day of every month payable by cash, check or money order to the Department of Veterans’ Affairs Business Office located at 287 West Street, Rocky Hill, CT 06067. Please make checks or money order to CTDVA.
3) KEY DEPOSIT:  A key deposit of twenty-five ($25.00) dollars will be required for the issuance of one set of keys. Any additional sets of keys must be requested through the Residential Office at an additional deposit of ten ($10.00) dollars.  The key deposit will be refunded only if the key(s) is/are returned to the Residential Services Office at the time of termination of this agreement. Failure to return the key(s) will result in forfeiture of the deposit. Any loss of key(s) during your stay will result in the loss of the deposit and a new deposit required for a replacement key(s).

4) USE:  Use of the Patriot’s Landing House will be for you and immediate family members (spouse, children) listed below.

A. You will not let any other person(s) live in the house nor will you assign this agreement to any other person(s).
B. Overnight guests are not permitted without the authorization of the Director of Residential Programs & Services.

C. Participant(s) must be respectful to each other, guests and Staff at all times. 

D. Entertainment systems being used should be kept at a noise level which is not disturbing to others. 

E. When exiting the houses, participant(s) will ensure that all doors and windows are locked. It is also recommended that participant(s) lock their individual rooms when exiting the house.  The State of Connecticut/CTDVA is not responsible for any stolen or missing personal items.  
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5) CARE OF HOUSING UNIT:  

A. Participant(s) will keep the Patriots Landing house, all fixtures and appliances in a clean and safe condition, taking care not to clog drains, pipes and plumbing.  
B. Participant(s) will use all electrical, plumbing, heating, air conditioning and appliances in a reasonable manner.

C. All furniture and equipment (phones, TV, DVD Players, pots, pans and etc.) provided in the rooms and common areas are property of the Connecticut Department of Veterans’ Affairs and are not to be removed from the house. 
D. Participant(s) will be responsible for maintaining the cleanliness of the house.  

E. Participant(s) are responsible for placing garbage in the designated area for collection on Thursday mornings before 0900hrs. All garbage must be bagged and garbage cans must remain covered at all times.  
F. Participant(s) will not make any changes in the Patriots’ Landing House or change the appearance of any walls, floors, carpeting, windows, doors, appliance, fixtures or furnishings without prior approval from the Director of Residential Programs and Services.  
6) SPECIFIC HOUSING RESTRICTIONS: 
A. Alcohol and drugs, other than prescription medications, are prohibited in the homes or on the premises at any time.  
B. Possession of or storage of firearms, ammunition, fireworks or other hazardous materials are prohibited on the premises at any time.  
C. Flammable liquids are prohibited from being stored inside the premises.    

7) UTILITIES:  Heat, Electricity, Basic Cable in the Common Area, and Telephone services will be included in the monthly program fee. 
8) SMOKE DETECTORS:  Smoke detectors and any other fire suppression equipment are not to be tampered with.  If any smoke detector or equipment is not operating properly, you will notify Residential Staff immediately.
9) SMOKING: Smoking or evidence of smoking is prohibited within the housing unit. All smoking will be conducted outside of the house. You are encouraged to use the smoking towers to discard your cigarettes.
10) PETS:  Pets are not allowed.

11) VEHICLES:   All Participant(s) are allowed no more than two vehicles (defined as a car or motorcycle) to be parked on the premises.  All vehicles will be registered with CTDVA Security Department. No additional vehicles, boats, trailers or motorized recreational equipment may be stored on-site without prior authorization. All vehicles will remain parked outside.  There will be no parking or storage of vehicles in the garage.   
12) PROPERTY CONDITION:  You acknowledge that the Patriots Landing House is in good order and repair unless otherwise indicated.  You acknowledge that you have inspected the house or have had an opportunity to do so, and are satisfied with its physical condition.  
13) HOUSING INSPECTIONS: Participants agree to periodic scheduled inspections of the housing premises by CTDVA and Chrysalis Center staff to ensure safety and maintenance of the house.  Participant(s) will receive a twenty-four (24) hour notice of the upcoming inspection.
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14) DAMAGE TO THE DWELLING:  You will be held financially responsible for any damages that you, your family, friends, or visitors cause to the Patriots’ Landing House during your period of occupancy. 
15) REMOVAL OF PROPERTY:  When this program agreement ends, you will leave and remove all personal property.  If you fail to remove all personal property, we may consider such property abandoned and may dispose of it as we deem appropriate.  
16) TERMINATION OF PROGRAM AGREEMENT: 

A. Participant(s) may request termination of the Program Agreement

B. The Connecticut Department of Veterans’ Affairs may terminate this Program Agreement if the Participant(s) is found to be non-compliant with any of the terms and conditions listed within said agreement.
