	Under the provisions of the PPSP contract with each private agency, the Department may purchase services up to $9,320.76 per child, except as noted below. 

The maximum hours per child are 132 service hours at the rate of $69.93 per hour.


	Exceptions
	The only two exceptions are when additional home studies are conducted or additional post-finalization/post adoption work is needed.  An additional 25 hours may be added for home studies/post-finalization/post adoption work and the maximum becomes $10,979.01. Additional hours beyond the maximum of post-finalization/post adoption services must be requested of the Department in writing by the Adoption Assistance Program with appropriate documentation to justify the expenditure. See the section below-post-finalization/post adoption.


	Guideline for Maximum Hours

	The hours below are guidelines for determining how many hours to purchase in any given category. To enable flexibility with the individual service provisions, the guideline for the hours for an individual component may be exceeded, but the total of the components may not exceed the $9,320.76 or $10,979.01 per child amount, as noted above. The only exception is for Post-Finalization/Post Adoption Services needed to sustain an adoption placement upon a written request by the Adoption Assistance Program to the Department with appropriate documentation, i.e., case summary and assessment by the professional providing services to the family as well as a clear statement as to exactly what additional services need to be provided to the family to maintain the placement, to justify any additional hours.
One or more services which may be purchased for a child are as follows: 

· Services to Legally Free the Child - The services which caseworkers provide in the process by which children are legally freed for adoption. (20 hours)
· Pre-placement Planning - Provision of casework services to children for whom the plan is adoption. (60 hours)
· Recruitment and Screening - The tasks which caseworkers provide to find and screen prospective adoptive parent(s). (60 hours)
· Home study and Evaluation - The process by which adoptive parent(s) apply for adoption and are assessed as to their readiness for adoption. (50 hours) An additional twenty-six (26) hours may be added if additional home studies are done.




	Guideline for Maximum Hours

	· Placement Planning - Clinical and case management services intended to prepare a child for placement with a specific adoptive family, preparation of a child for this placement, and meeting(s) with the child and family. (50 hours)
· Post-Placement Supervision - Clinical and supportive services provided to the adoptive family during the time period between the initial adoptive placement of the child and legalization. (100 hours)
· Post-finalization/Post Adoption Services - Supportive services  provided to the adoptive family following the legalization of the adoption until the child reaches the age of 18 (100 hours or 132 hours if no pre-adoption service hours have been used). If additional post-adoption hours beyond the maximum allowable are thought to be necessary for a child/family in order to sustain the placement, the Adoption Assistance Program may request additional hours in writing with appropriate documentation to justify such a request. The request shall be made in writing to the Bureau Chief of Adoption and Interstate Compact Services, 505 Hudson St., Hartford, CT. 06106.  All such requests will be reviewed and acted upon by the Department of Children and Families within 30 days of such a request.
· Services to Return the Child Home - Services to the child and his/her family intended to prepare them for reunification of the child and place the child back with his/her family. (40 hours)
· Supervision After Return Home - Clinical and supportive services provided to the relative family during the time period between placement back home and revocation of the commitment of the child to the Department, or obtainment of legal guardianship. (60 hours)
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
