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Description of Services:  Recruitment and Screening
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	Recruitment Activities
	Recruitment and Screening services may be purchased on behalf of a child for whom an adoptive family is being sought, if a DCF family is neither available nor appropriate for the child's needs.

Recruitment activities shall include, but are not limited to, the following tasks:

· consultation and coordination with the Office of Foster and Adoption Services to

· locate existing families

· determine the need to photo list the child

· discuss the existing resources which may include media (newspaper, radio, television) and other potential resources

· when warranted, further specialized recruitment activities such as:

· development of additional media contacts

· development of specific child brochures

· utilization of special mailings on the child

· conducting child specific educational groups for prospective adoptive families

· development of community contacts or special interest groups

· handling and responding to inquiries which result from the above specialized recruitment activities.




	Involving the Older Child
	For the older child, it is both necessary and constructive to permit the child to share or be involved in the recruitment process.


	Screening Activities
	Screening prospective adoptive families for a specific child shall include, but is not limited to, the following tasks:

· reviewing existing adoptive home study evaluations

· if specialized recruitment occurs, providing information on the child through group and/or individual family meetings

· assessing families' interest in the child

· after resources for the child are developed, assisting in the selection of the family for the child which comes under the category "Placement Planning".
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
