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	Description and Purpose
	Post-Placement Supervision services include all clinical and supportive services provided to the adoptive family between the time of the child’s placement in the family and the legal finalization of the adoption.

The purpose of these services is to provide all necessary interventions to ensure the child’s successful integration into the adoptive family and community.


	Considerations
	In discussing the post-placement supervision services, the following should be considered:

· who will provide the services and in which agency

· frequency of services

· location of services – in the adoptive home, at the agency

· type of services – individual, group, family, telephone contacts

· nature of services – routinely provided or provided at the request of the family.


	Services
	Specific services may include, but are not limited to, the following:

· supportive and clinical services to the child and family provided through home and office visits, such as

· individual and group counseling to the child concerning the initial adjustment to the family, school, and community

· individual, group or marital counseling to the adoptive parent(s) concerning the child’s initial adjustment to the family, the impact on the marital relationship and on other family members

· family counseling to include adoptive and foster siblings with discussion on the child’s integration into the family and the effect on individual members




	Services

(continued)
	· establishing with the family and child the appropriateness and level of the child’s involvement with previous caretakers, birth parent(s) and siblings

· collaborate the decision making around the level of involvement with a joint discussion between the Department and the private agency prior to the implementation of the child’s contact with previous family members and caretakers

· coordinating with, and assisting, the adoptive family in obtaining community services for the child and family

· if needed, make referrals and coordinate appropriate assessments such as psychological, psychiatric, educational, neurological, and developmental evaluations

· ensure that the adoptive family receives written copies of evaluations (school, medical, etc.) which pertain to the child

· prepare and complete all court related forms and the adoption summary necessary to finalize an adoption 

· counsel the family and child around readiness and the implications of legalization

· assess the desire or need for continued post-finalization support services with the Department and the family

· attend and participate in the court appearance for legalization of the adoption

· assist the Department and the family to evaluate the need for re-placement, if appropriate

· assist in the removal and re-placement of the child, if necessary.

Note:  In the event of a placement disruption, the Department will assume full financial responsibility for the child’s re-placement; while, unless contraindicated, the private agency will continue to provide necessary casework services to the child during the transition period.  The nature and extent of the services shall be mutually determined by the Department and the private agency provider.


	Disruption Reassignment
	Prior to finalization, the child who experiences an adoption disruption may be reassigned to the same or a different private agency provider for replacement.

When it is appropriate to resume services, such reassignment will be considered to be a new assignment and the full contractual amount shall be available for the child.

A new service agreement must be designed prior to the inception of services.
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
