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	Description
	Supervision after Return Home includes clinical and supportive services to the relative family during the time period between reunification and revocation of the commitment of the child to DCF and adoption or securement of legal guardianship. 


	Services
	Activities may include the following:

· Visit  the family after the return home and assess the adjustment within the family.

· Plan for continued support for the family with community resources, if necessary.

· If the child will be adopted by a relative and is legally free for adoption, prepare and present documents for legalization of the adoption by the family when an assessment of readiness is apparent.

· Appear in court for revocation of commitment and finalization of adoption, or transfer of legal guardianship, as appropriate.

· Provide post-finalization visits, if necessary.    
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
