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	Contracts
	In some instances, the Department has contracted with private agencies to provide permanency placement services and has also contracted with the same agencies to provide residential treatment and/or foster care.


	Regional Staff Decides
	With these agencies, as with other private child placing agencies, regional staff will decide if they wish to purchase permanency services and for which children.


	Different Reimbursement Policy
	If the child is in an agency’s residential program, the Department may reimburse that agency for the full complement of mutually agreed upon PPSP services except for Pre-Placement Planning and Placement Planning.

If a child is in an agency’s foster care program, the Department may reimburse that agency for Recruitment and Screening, Homestudy and Evaluation services regarding families other than his/her current foster family.

If a private agency foster family becomes a child’s adoptive family and the Department is no longer paying the foster care rate, the Department may reimburse that agency for mutually agreed upon PPSP services except for Pre-Placement Planning, Placement Planning, Recruitment and Screening, Home Study and Evaluation.
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
