Services Requested by DCF from Private Provider  (The hours noted below are guidelines.  The guideline hours for an individual component may be exceeded, but the total of the components may not exceed $8,250 per child, unless additional homestudies are conducted and the maximum then becomes $9,900.) 
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Services to legally free the child - Services caseworkers provide in the process by which children are legally freed for adoption (20 hours)
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Pre-placement planning - Casework services to provide assessment of child's readiness for adoption and to prepare child for adoption (60 hours).
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Recruitment/Screening - Services provided to obtain and screen potential adoptive parent(s) (60 hours).
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Homestudy/Evaluation - Process by which potential adoptive parent(s) apply for adoption and are assessed as to their readiness for adoption (50 hours).  (An additional 26 hours may be added if additional home studies are conducted.) 
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Placement planning - Clinical and case management services to prepare a child for placement with a specific adoptive family, preparation of that family for a child, and meeting(s) of child and family (50 hours).
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Post-placement supervision  - Clinical and supportive services to the adoptive family during the time period between child's adoptive placement and legalization (100 hours).
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Post-finalization - Supportive services to the adoptive family up to twelve(12) months following legal finalization of the adoption (100 hours).
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Services to return the child home - Services to the child and his/her family intended to prepare them for reunification of the child with his family (40 hours).
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Supervision after return home - Clinical and supportive service to the relative family during the time period between reunification and revocation of the commitment of the child to DCF or securement of legal guardianship (60 hours).
