MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETINGS

The Board voted unanimously to approve minutes of the November 8, 2004 meeting, amending  page-4 to reflect that the work described within the two drafts submitted for the Board’s review regarding “Custom cab work” and “Elevator shaft work” is already covered within the scope of work under the R-1 & R-2 elevator license category. COMMENTS AND CONCERNS FROM PERSONS PRESENT TODAY
Acting Chairman Molleur referenced a letter he received from Steven Bruno, requesting clarification of a person or persons working in an elevator hoist way and work done in an elevator hoist way, including elevator cab work. The Board acknowledges responding to this issue at their 11/8/04 meeting in which they unanimously concluded that “Custom cab work” and “Elevator shaft work” is already covered within the scope of work under the R-1 & R-2 elevator license category. The Board also referenced within Chapter 393, section 20-330, paragraph (7) of the Connecticut General Statutes, which provides the definition on the scope of elevator work. 
APPLICATION REVIEW PROCESS
The Board voted unanimously to allow DCP staff to review all elevator applications for filing compliance only, making certain that the application is properly completed with all required information, and that DCP utilize a check-list identifying incomplete sections or missing information on all applications being returned. The Board is requesting that all applications be presented to them for their review and approval / denial.

The Board voted unanimously to have recent applications in question by Steve Bruno that were recently rerouted by DCP, to be mailed to each Board member for their review and decision.
