Ms. Vereneau further reports that the documentation being provided by Mr. Livingstone is specific to a Human Resource issue with Patriot Fire Protection, LLC, which she had no direct involvement in their day-to-day activities. The individual directly involved in the day-to-day activities at Patriot Fire Protection, LLC has been recently incarcerated. Ms. Vereneau has drafted a letter addressed to Attorney General Richard Blumenthal with a copy to the Assistant Attorney General assigned to this matter and is awaiting their response.
