The Board voted to deny Mr. Chittem’s application due to lack of required qualifying “Hardship”. Board member Thomas F. Casey, Sr. recused himself from voting on this matter.
John M. Mesner, Hamden, CT – (S-7) Limited Contractor Application – Denied

The Board voted unanimously to deny Mr. Mesner’s application due to lack of required occupational and school related instructional experience.
APPLICATION RECONSIDERATION  

Lawrence G. Fontaine, Enfield, CT – (S-2) Unlimited Journeyperson Application – Approved
Mr. Fontaine was approved to sit for the (S-2) Unlimited Journeyperson examination.

Mr. Fontaine claims to have inadvertently applied for the S-2 license and is now seeking approval to sit for the (S-1) Unlimited Contractor examination. 
Mr. Fontaine appeared before the Board today and expanded on his occupational training and school related experience. After further review of Mr. Fontaine’s application and testimony relating to his occupational and school related experience, the Board voted unanimously to allow Mr. Fontaine to sit for the (S-2) Unlimited Journeyperson examination, and if he passes the (S-2) examination, he may then apply and sit for the (S-1) Unlimited Contractor examination, contingent to receipt of his CFC certification.

Attorney Shipman expressed his concern on the legitimacy and legality of the “Fume Hood” drafts, which DCP has disseminated to the public, and whether the Board or DCP has the authority to grant any exemptions or adopt language supporting certain type of work permitted under any particular trade license already defined within Chapter 393 of the 

Connecticut General Statutes.

The Board voted unanimously to go into executive session to discuss this matter. 

After executive session, the Board voted unanimously to reconsider the “Fume Hood” handling and installation drafts with the assistance of the Board’s legal counsel at their next meeting scheduled for Thursday, April 28, 2005. The Board further decided that the original sheet metal license statute will be the jurisdictional language for sheet metal work.

NEW BUSINESS

The Board voted unanimously in favor of two bills supporting (a) any processed piping used to produce a chemical to be included in the category P-1, P-2, S-2, S-2, S-3 & S-4 license category and provide the Board with the powers to double the fines imposed onto violators; (b) require anyone that is fined by DCP to pay such fine in full within forty-five days or set-up a payment schedule. If such fine is not paid in full within the allotted forty-five days or violator defaults on any scheduled payment, provide the Board with the authority to revoke such trade license.
