PREVIOUSLY SUBMITTED APPLICATIONS
Ronald G. Dubay, East Hartford, CT – R-2 Application – Approved 
The Board denied Mr. Dubay’s application at their 11/8/04 meeting due to lack of a current notarized statement from his (R-1) contractor regarding his occupational related dates and duties of employment, and failure to answer the felony question on the application.  

After further review of Mr. Dubay’s application and additional information provided at today’s meeting, the Board voted unanimously to approve Mr. Dubay’s application.
Frederick L. Porrello, Branford, CT – R-2 Application – Approved 
The Board denied Mr. Porrello’s application at their 4/2/01 meeting due to submittal of an incomplete application and failure to provide a signed notarized statement on letter head from NEIEP. The Board conditionally approved Mr. Porrello’s application at their 6/11/01 meeting subject to receipt of his helper card and notarized statements from occupational related employers as to his dates and duties of employment. The Board denied Mr. Porrello’s application at their 11/8/04 meeting due to not answering the felony question and lack of a notarized statement from his (R-1) contractor regarding his occupational related dates and duties of employment.   

After further review of Mr. Porrello’s application and additional information provided at today’s meeting, the Board voted unanimously to approve his application.
William A. Myette, Broad Brook, CT – R-1 Application – Denied 
The Board denied Mr. Myette’s application at their 11/8/04 meeting due to lack of required occupational and school related instructional experience. Mr. Myette is appearing before the Board today in order to expand on his occupational and school related instructional experience.

After further review of Mr. Myette’s application and additional information provided at today’s meeting, the Board voted unanimously to deny his application due to lack of required occupational and school related instructional experience.. Mr. Myette was scheduled to appear before the Board today to expand on his occupational relating experience and training and was a no-show at today’s meeting.
Angel L. Rodriguez, North Windham, CT – R-2 Application – Approved 
The Board denied Mr. Rodriguez’ application at their 11/8/04 meeting due to lack of required occupational related experience, notarized statements from his occupational related employers as to his dates and duties of employment, and non-completion of the 2nd page of the application.
After further review of Mr. Rodriguez’s application and additional information provided at today’s meeting, the Board voted unanimously to approve his application.
CORRESPONDENCE

Gregory F. Carver, DCP Investigator – Letter dated 1/24/05, responding to an individual installing accessibility equipment without proper license.

The Board requested a follow-up to this matter at their next meeting as to the status of the complaint and whether alleged violator responded to Mr. Carver’s requested information, acknowledging he will cease and desist from installing stairway chairlifts and/or similar equipment without the properly required license.

Christopher R. Laux, A.I.A. State Building Inspector – Correspondence dated 2/1/05, regarding building code adoption update. 
COMMENTS AND CONCERNS FROM PERSONS PRESENT TODAY
Mr. Bruno commented on a letter dated 11/17/04 he received from Janita Hamel, DCP Supervising Inspector, which referenced a letter dated 10/2/2000 from Richard M. Hurlburt, Occupational & Professional Licensing Director, as a response to Mr. Bruno’s inquiry of licensing requirements for “Temporary Hoisting Machines”. Mr. Bruno identified a work site in which observed a spider hoist being utilized that was about thirty feet long that was bolted to the side of the building to hoist people and materials with no barricades or safety devices, and the apparatus being run by motorized device.  Mr. Bruno questioned the interpretation provided by DCP, in that it conflicts with the Board’s ruling at their 11/6/2000 meeting, that any hoisting equipment installed under ANSI A10.4-1990, shall be considered to be an elevator as defined in the Connecticut General Statutes, Chapter 393, Section 20-330(7). Therefore, this type of hoisting equipment shall be installed, repaired and maintained by persons holding an (R-2) Unlimited Journeyperson license while in the employment of a person holding an (R-1) Unlimited Contractor license. Mr. Bruno further contends that DCP’s response to his inquiry contradicts the Board’s 11/6/2000 ruling and questions DCP’s legal authority to do so.  
The Board unanimously decided to seek an opinion on this matter from their legal counsel.  

NEW BUSINESS
Board is exploring options to expand the experience requirements for the (R-2) Unlimited Journeyperson from two years to four years. Mr. Bruno said it would be fair to raise the bar if the intent is to safeguard licensees and the general public. The Board will work on preparing their legislative request so that it can be included with DCP’s legislative package for the next session.
There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 10:45 P.M.
